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eaga Community Fund

GUIDELINES
The eaga Community Fund has been created to support community organisations as they seek to tackle at a local level, the social and environmental issues that constitute eaga plc’s own business interests. These will primarily be environmental projects.

The fund will support projects that educate, raise awareness and demonstrate engagement in addressing environmental issues at a grass roots level. 

The fund is active in regions that host eaga plc’s main areas of operations: North East England, South Yorkshire, Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland.  The Community Foundation serving Tyne & Wear and Northumberland manages the fund in the North East; the fund covers Tyne & Wear, Northumberland, County Durham and Tees Valley. 

We particularly welcome applications that also offer opportunities for participation and involvement by eaga staff as eaga plc wishes to see its employees engaged and contributing to their communities, 

Community groups, local charities and voluntary organisations from across the North East region are all encouraged to apply to the eaga Community Fund and priority will be given to practical projects that have the greatest environmental impact. The eaga Community Fund particularly welcomes applications for projects addressing environmental issues such as:

· Climate change

· Fuel poverty

· Energy efficiency

· Renewable energy technologies

· Recycling

· Responsible water use

· Sustainable transport

· Conservation

· Natural environment, either urban or rural

· Eco systems

We are unlikely to support

· Conservation of charismatic well supported species or non-native species

· Enhancement of habitat for sporting purposes

· Playground or school ground improvements (unless there is wider community use)

· Support for individuals

· Zoos, captive breading and animal rescue centres

· Beautification competitions (i.e. Villages in Bloom)

Funds available

Most grants will be annual grants anywhere from £1,000 to £20,000.  Grants are available for revenue and capital projects.  Occasionally grants may be made over more than one year.
