GUIDELINES
Local Action on Global Issues is a pilot grant making programme to educate and raise awareness on environmental issues.  It aims to demonstrate how local action can contribute to tackling global issues by making grants to voluntary organisations in Tyne & Wear and Northumberland.

Applications will need to demonstrate the ways in which they will educate people about global environmental issues.  They can involve practical projects of various kinds that have specific local outputs, providing participants with a greater awareness of global issues at the end of the project.

We see great opportunities for involving people from all parts of the community.   Priority will be given to practical projects that have the greatest environmental impact.  The Fund particularly welcomes applications for projects addressing environmental issues such as:

· Global warming

· Energy efficiency

· Sustainable energy

· Recycling 

· Responsible water use

· Sustainable transport

· Conservation

· Natural environment, either urban or rural

· Eco systems

We are unlikely to support

· Conservation of charismatic well supported species or non-native species

· Enhancement of habitat for sporting purposes

· Expeditions or fieldwork outside of the UK

· Playground or school ground improvements (unless there is wider community use)

· Support for individuals

· Zoos, captive breading and animal rescue centres

· Beautification competitions (i.e. Villages in Bloom)

Funds available

Most grants will be annual grants in the region of £1K - £20k.  Grants are available for revenue and capital projects.  Occasionally grants may be made over more than one year.
